	MATERIALS:  

Big Book:  One Stormy Night by Joy Cowley (Wright Group, 1993)

LESSON OBJECTIVE:  

Ask and answer questions before, during and after the reading.

INTRODUCE/EXPLAIN
We have been learning how good readers ask themselves questions before they read, while they are reading and sometimes even after they finish the reading.  We are going to read a new book today and think about questions we can ask that will help us understand the story.    As we look at the front cover, let’s search for clues from the author and illustrator that help us to prepare to read this book.  
MODEL and GUIDED PRACTICE

Ask… What do you notice about the cover of this book?  

After a brief discussion, ask… I wonder why the author and illustrator wanted us to see this house in a storm.   What do you think they want us to think about this house?

After a brief discussion…You have some really good answers, Yes, it might be a haunted house!  Let’s read the title and see if it helps us know more.  One Stormy Night.  The title didn’t say anything about a haunted house.  If the title had been, The Haunted House, then we would have known for sure what the book was about.  But the title is One Stormy Night.  This book must be about something that happens on a stormy night. So here’s a question, What kinds of things could happen on a stormy night?

Possible student response:  Maybe a ghost came on a stormy night.

It could be.  Let’s read to find out what happens one stormy night.  

Read…It was a stormy night.  The old woman and the old man could not sleep.  

Ask…Do you have a question?  Are you wondering why the old woman and the old man cannot sleep?  Are there any clues in the picture that would help us answer our question?  

Yes, they do look scared.  Do you still think a ghost has come on this stormy night? (Based on earlier prediction.) Let’s continue reading to find out. 

Read down to… Out on their porch the shutters went tappity, tap. 

Ask… What do you think now?  Do you still think that it’s because of a ghost that the old woman and old man can’t sleep?

Possible student response:  Maybe they can’t sleep because the storm is making so much noise.  

Perhaps, let’s keep reading to find out.

Continue reading through… Then the stairs went Squeak! Squeak! Squeak!  

 Ask… Do you have more questions now?  Would the storm make the door creak and the stairs squeak?  If they don’t notice the shadow, ask… Are there any clues in the picture to help answer our questions?  Invite students to make predictions about the shadow.

Continue reading through… Then, something jumped on their bed and went YOWL!  Invite more predictions.
Continue reading through… “She’s cold and wet!” said the old man”.  

Ask…What do you think?  Did we get our answer to what happened one stormy night?  

Boys and girls, do you have any questions about what you think is going to happen next? 

Possible student responses: 

· Will they get the wet cat off of their bed?
· Will they let the cat stay and get warm and dry?

· Will they ever get to go to sleep?

Let’s finish the story and see what happens.  After reading, discuss the story with the students.

Were all our questions answered?  Sometimes we still have questions even after we have finished reading a book.

Boys and girls, good readers ask themselves questions about the story as they read.   These questions help them to think about what is happening in the story and help them understand it better.

When you are reading, think about some questions you have about the story that would help you understand it better.

Read familiar poetry

Reread the story.

Today I am going to record the resolution on a _____ graphic organizer to retell the end of “Mr. Bitter’s Butter”.  Remember we have learned that the resolution comes at the end of the story, but is not always on the last page.


	Read the ABC chart or Blends Chart.

Read familiar poetry

Use the story today to discuss quotation marks and how we read them.

How: Read the entire book or focus on the events. Today I am going to brainstorm a list of the events from “Mr. Bitter’s Butter” on a chart.  I will begin with the first event.

Remember we have learned that the events come in the middle of the story.
	Read the ABC chart or Blends Chart.

Read familiar poetry

How: Read the entire book.  Today I am going to use the _______ graphic organizer to record the 3 to 5 events that lead to the resolution of the problem in “Mr. Bitter’s Butter”. 

 Now I will reread our list and determine the first event and record it on our graphic organizer.
	Read the ABC chart or Blends Chart.

Read familiar poetry

Make copies of the characters for retelling

How: Today I will use the completed _________ graphic organizer to retell “Mr. Bitter’s Butter”. 



	Guided Practice

Scaffold the use of the strategy.
	Now you will help me complete the setting on the ________ graphic organizer on “Mr. Bitter’s Butter”.
	Now we will discuss what happened at the end of the story,
	Now you will help me list the other events.  
	Now you will help me determine the other events in sequence that lead to the resolution.
	Now turn to your neighbor and use our graphic organizer to retell the story.  I will be listening in to see how well you do.
